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Barefoot Guide Reading
Jigsaw Report-back Method
Report-backs from group discussions can be boring.  The Jigsaw method involves everyone and makes the whole experience more engaging and interesting. World Cafe can also be used but this has its own benefits.

1. Aim, purpose, goal

· To enable everyone to report back from group-work in an energetic way
· To help everyone to experience giving group report-backs

2. What do you need

· Size of the whole group: 9 or more.
· Room enough to sit in different groups.

3. Facilitators experience

· Minimal – the ability to work out and clearly explain the logic of the process

4. Steps

a. Before the group-work session tell the whole group that there won’t be a plenary feedback of the group work, but that all participants will go to different groups and share their group work with participants of all the other groups – “each participant must become a reporter.”

Before they leave their groups each one should get a number (1, 2, 3, 4, 5, 6, ….)

b. For the report-back sessions all the 1s must form a group, all the 2s must form a group etc.  Then each person takes a turn to report-back from their different group-work group.

If there are 4 groups of 5 in the group-work, then there will be 5 groups of 4 in the report-backs.  If there are different size groups then people from the bigger groups will have to share the reporting – ie one group report-back group may have 2 people reporting back from one of the groups.
c. After all the report-backs it might be useful to have one large gathering for an open discussion.

5. Examples

This tool is used in many different situations. It is very useful after working in groups for more than an hour, when you want to avoid dull presentations of the group work in plenary.
